a) Green List Straight to Residence Visa 
· Eligibility:
You need a full-time job offer (at least 30 hours/week) for a Tier 1 Green List occupation, such as Medical Imaging Technologist (MIT), with an accredited employer.
· Requirements:
You must meet the New Zealand median wage, speak English, be under 55, and meet health and character requirements.
· Benefits:
This is a direct pathway to residence, allowing you to live, work, and study in New Zealand.
b) Skilled Migrant Category Resident Visa 
· Eligibility:
You need to meet a threshold of 6 skilled resident points from your skills, qualifications, and income, along with having a job offer or working for an accredited employer.
· Requirements:
Similar to other options, you need to speak English and meet the health and character requirements.
c) Accredited Employer Work Visa (AEWV)
· Purpose: This is a temporary work visa that allows you to work in New Zealand for an accredited employer. 
· Requirements: You need a job offer, an accredited employer, and to meet the specific skill and qualification requirements for the role.
